Research Assignment: To Kill a Mockingbird

Directions: 
· Research your topic using internet  and library resources.
· Be sure to research your topic carefully because you will be expected to write a paper on this topic.

Notecards: 

· Use index cards to record your research (one piece of information per index card- include the source where you found the information). 
· You are required to complete a minimum of 40 index cards for your assigned topic. 
· You can either bring index cards to class, or use the following website to compile notecards: www.studygs.net/wrtstr5.htm
How to Create your notecards:
1. In the upper left corner of the card, "code" the topic of your paper, and where in the outline it may fall. Use subtopics to help with organization later on.

2. In the upper right corner, place the author's name and/or title and page number.

3. In the body of the card, enter one single fact or thought you'd like to include in your paper. Also note the source where you found the information (book, website, database…)

4. Make sure the information is expressed in your own words, unless it is a quotation. If you are quoting please indicate that it is a quote on the card.

5. Use good sentence structure: this will save you time when you start to write the paper

6. Organize the cards to coincide with the outline of your paper. This is where the subtopics will come in handy.

The Research Paper:

The paper will be six pages total: 

1- Title Page

2/3-Two pages on the assigned topic

4- One page that acknowledges the connections between the topic and the novel To Kill a Mockingbird. You must use quotes from the novel to support your claims.

5- A two paragraph reflection on the research process, and how the research helped you better understand the novel.

6- Bibliography
